1.Besuretorecognize the color, serial number, and diameter of the wires during
installation. The power connection wires from the indoor unit to the outdoor unit
must correspond one by one and must not be connected incorrectly. Otherwise, it
may cause damage to the air conditioner, blown fuses, and even cause major
accidents.

2.Theyellow greenlineisthe grounding wire and must be reliably grounded,
otherwise it may cause electric shock.

3. Afterinstallation, the power supply connection line must be tightly fixed with a
cable pressing plate, otherwise it may cause danger. Before tightening, the wire
should be pulled to a natural straight state, and the excess part should be wrapped
around a suitable position outside the body and tied to prevent wear and scratches
on the source connection wire.

4.Thescrewsonthe wiring terminals must be tightened and not loosened. After
twisting, gently pull the wire part to confirm ifitis secure.

5.Ifthe connecting wireis notlongenough, alonger connecting wire should be
replaced, and the wire diameter must comply with regulations and the color must
be consistent. Itis strictly prohibited to extend short wires.
